3. DANCERS/MOTIVATORS are extensions to the MC. These

These dancers/motivators are
responsible to hand out swag, coral the audience, teach dance moves,
befriend the kids and act as crowd control during important moments.

4. TE(HS/ SUPPORT STAFF... Photo booths, lighting, video

screens, games, fun food stations, etc. all require additional support
staff. These roles are often overlooked, yet they are vital roles to
ensure a smooth flowing celebration while your primary performers
can maintain proper focus and attention to their responsibilities.

5. PERFORMERS... in addition to the above crew,

it's very common to employ additional talents to help
elevate Bar & Bat Mitzvahs. These talents can include
magicians, musicians, cirque styled performers, stilt
walkers, air brush artists and more!

6. ENTERTAINMENT COORDINATORS... EC’s as we call them hold a very

important role in managing the team. The ECis the first on site and the last to
leave. This role shouldn't be mistaken for the event planner. Once everything is
preplanned, it's our job fo make sure the fimeline and expectations flow as they
should.
